Training in all of the
groups focused on the “Five

Posner. The five practices
stressed included “Model the
Way,” “Inspire a Shared Vi-
sion,” “Challenge the Process,”
“Enable Others to Act,” and

academy t-shirt, and tickets to
the Orioles baseball game the
following evening.
